Q2) Does this maintenance requirement apply to all shelters, or just those with advertising 
panels? 
 
A2) It applies to all 220 shelters, advertising equipped and non-advertising combined.  
 
Q3) Will the successful proponent be responsible for all replacement parts for the shelters 
regardless of the cause, e.g. vandalism versus regular wear and tear or accidental?

Q3) Do you have a location list for these shelters? 
 
A3) A listing is in process but not yet available as a resource.   

 
Q4) Are the shelters the property of the City of Burlington? 
 
A4) Yes. 

 
Q5) Will the City accept and consider proposals for the management of Transit shelter advertising sales 
only? (We would not be interested in a program where we would have to install new shelters and maintain 
existing ones.)  
 
A5) The City will only consider proposals that include shelter maintenance as well as shelter supply and 
installation, etc. as per page 14, Section 1, of the RFP document.   
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Q6) Currently how often are the shelters cleaned? 

A6) The shelters are cleaned every two weeks. 

Q7) Are there any maintenance issues and related responsibilities that we should be aware of ? 

A7) Proponents should be aware that maintenance responsibilities include graffiti removal and scratched 
glass panel replacement as required.  Other general repairs as required are also part of the maintenance 
responsibilities.
